SystemTamer Device Saves Electricity
FULTON - A company has invented a new device that could save you money on your monthly electric bill.

Hidden on the back roads of Fulton, a company is working toward getting rid of wasted energy.  The new product makes sure that when you don't need electricity, you don't use it.

The "System Tamer" looks like a regular electric adaptor box with six outlets.  The two that are outside of the green line are constantly on, like normal outlets. These can be used for things like alarm clocks, or lamps that the user would want on all the time. The other three inside the green line are connected to a master outlet.  The master outlet could have a computer plugged into it, and the remaining three could have the printer, speakers, and monitors connected. When the computer goes into sleep mode, the System Tamer turns off the peripheral devices, which saves the user money and energy.

Dennis Augur, inventor of the product says that by using the appliance, people can help the environment and also save money in the long run.

"Well everybody wants to be green right now, and this is a green device, it pays you a green dividend because it saves you on your electricity bill and it lets you live a little bit greener," said Augur.

The System Tamer is being used locally, in Kansas City and at the Lake of the Ozarks.  Augur would like to see the product branch out even more as word spreads. Banks, churches, and colleges are only some of the places testing the device out.

Scott Lowe, of Westminster College likes the device. 

"Anytime we can save money on energy costs we can put it into other things like summer research and other things that are more educational based rather than the cost of operations," said Lowe.

All of the work that goes into creating the device is done by hand.  The company has seven workers now, but anticipates growth as sales begin to pick up. 

Aaron Schwinke, Vice President of the company sees no reason for the System Tamer to not do well. "It's a product that's going to go up.  The product has no faults, the product saves the user, it saves our natural resources, and it saves you money," said Schwinke.

The company is working on getting a patent for the product so customers can buy it in stores. Until then, consumers will have to contact the company directly to purchase it.
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
